	Presentation and Discussion Notes

	Technical assistance (TA) needs identified during the last session included quality initiatives and quality rating and improvement systems, professionalization of staff, access, health and safety, licensing and monitoring, and family engagement.
No one specifically mentioned school-age issues as part of reauthorization during the last session.
Reauthorization topics include Child Care and Development Fund and 21st Century Community Learning Centers (through State and Territory Departments of Education) working together for training and technical assistance (TTA), social-emotional learning, and evaluation and assessment.
TTA delivery strategies: Peer-to-peer was most often requested. NCASE will share documents for feedback and discussion. Partners include National Institute on Out-of-School Time, WRMA, and the National Summer Learning Association.
Coordinated communication: Engage States and Territories during existing regional calls; school-age liaison has been assigned to each region and has been introduced to each Regional Program Manager. Discussions on these calls will include challenges and promising practices.
TTA resources: Resources will be developed or updated. They will be research-based, culturally and linguistically responsive, and easily accessible, and will employ mixed modalities for delivery. Resources will be posted on the NCASE page of the Office of Child Care Web site and linked to out-of-school-time sites. They will support professional development at all levels of development, cover many approaches to learning, and address a variety of stakeholders and practitioners. Recommendations for resources are welcome.
Collaborators: We would like to include the right people in each State and Territory in professional learning communities; let us know if we are missing any partners from the list.
Add Child Care and Development Fund partners such as inclusion, preschool expulsion, and consumer education.
Add family support.
Social-emotional alignment—public schools with after-school programs (Massachusetts has developed social-emotional standards for prekindergarten through kindergarten).
Implementation model: NCASE will be at major conferences; want to invite participation based on topic-specific cohorts (State/Territory teams), facilitate live online discussions with subject-matter experts, design action plans that will lead to follow-up TA (online chats or deeper professional learning communities). Will schedule topics in advance, coordinating with the other TA centers.
Examples of topic areas include credentialing, social-emotional, and summer learning.
Positive feedback regarding scheduling topics in advance so the right people participate and the focus remains on school-age issues.
What time of day will work for school-age stakeholders? Check with networks.
TA requests: Reach out to your Regional Program Manager and State Systems Specialist. 
Review the year one work plan and share with colleagues. NCASE has a total of five years to build out TTA.
