	Presentation and Discussion Notes

	Review where NCECHW fits within the larger group of National Technical Assistance (TA) Centers.
Review primary audiences who may benefit from the NCECHW activities. Suggestions from the first call included state and local public health staff, early childhood initiatives, and state administrators’ technical assistance (TA) networks.
Review topic areas for training and technical assistance (TTA): Additional areas were suggested on the first call, including food security, handling and storage of hazardous materials, safe sleep, domestic violence, child abuse, and issues for homeless families. NCECHW will look at any other topics included in Child Care and Development Fund (CCDF) reauthorization.
Project management and dissemination activities: Most requested options from the first call were tip sheets and online professional development; followed by email blasts through state distribution lists. 
Which activities work best: Tip sheets, fact sheets, online training, train-the-trainer sessions, and toolkits.
Online learning modules: Requests for formal training or “credit” that would count toward licensing requirements in a State. Bundle shorter modules (20- to 30-minute modules for user ease of access); provide completion certificates. Is there a way to package the modules for continuing education units, state credentials (align) or credit bearing? Prefer to have more in-depth training count (two hours). Align with State’s core knowledge and competencies.
Groups to support dissemination: Child care resource and referral and professional development systems were the most identified groups in the first session; others included child care health consultants (especially professional development needs), state associations, and higher education. 
Dissemination methods: Webinars and email distribution lists (listservs) managed by TA providers and professional associations were preferred; other methods included social media, specific Web sites, and statewide network meetings. Webinars should be easily accessible, count for training requirements in States, and be offered at a convenient time or recorded for later access. Discussion included the length of sessions. Is the audience TA providers or direct care providers/teachers? Train-the-trainer may work well for TA providers to support a broader reach; possibly community of practice for TA providers; outreach to child care health consultants. Investigating a three-part series online, scaffolding knowledge throughout and providing opportunities for practice in between each session. Will investigate adding resources related to the 10 health and safety topics in support of CCDF requirements.
TTA activity formats: Workshops for awareness, intensive one-day sessions for more in-depth work, institutes of two to three days for a group to support each other, train-the-trainer institutes to reach a broader audience and follow-up with supports, and learning collaboratives.
NCECHW will collaborate with other National TA Centers and solicit feedback from Tribal communities; investigate technology options beyond laptops (e.g., host trainings that are accessible via smart phones).
Collaboration activities
Will work to make sure that messaging is consistent across the TA centers. 
Will work to identify opportunities to collaborate. 
Plan to have periodic calls and updates regarding Caring for Our Children Basics (CFOCB).
Looking into regional collaboration calls.
Committed to discussion forum calls.
Committing to working with States on CFOCB implementation in state plans, including aligning policies with best practice. This may be in person or through phone calls. 
Activities to support collaboration: Periodic updates; regional calls; learning collaboratives; forum calls that will pose a question; sponsor information for state administrators, especially in the areas of health and safety in CCDF; and work with States around health and safety implementation. 
NCECHW will review existing resources, including recorded webinars, tip sheets, and information sheets. Pediatricians can be engaged in each State as well.
Other ways NCECHW can support state administrators: States may have further questions once the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking is finalized. Assist States in developing CFOCB-based health and safety standards for licensing, explore health and safety requirements in a child’s own home and what can be given to nonprofessionals, disseminate best practices and tip sheets for families.
Investigate these resources: Training from the Health Literacy Institute at the University of California, Los Angeles, and www.childcarefinder.in.gov.
