	Overview of NCPFCE and where the Center fits within the National TA center system. 
NCPFCE partners: Child Care Aware of America, Brazelton Touchpoints Center, Child Trends, Center for the Study of Social Policy.
Vision of NCPFCE: Build the capacity of the early childhood education field to achieve the seven Parent, Family, and Community Engagement Framework outcomes that promote school readiness, with special attention to the strengths and needs of diverse families who may be facing poverty or other adversities.
Do States have any other family engagement needs related to reauthorization?
Look at language to help families live better through a two-generation approach.
Two-generation approach is a priority for the Office of Child Care and Office of Head Start: a foundation for economic stability, an opportunity to partner with the Subsidy Center and work with Temporary Assistance for Needy Families and workforce agencies. Work through consumer education; use of Strengthening Families.
Year one priorities: Include framework adaptation, teacher competencies, and QRIS Connection; product dissemination (feedback from States is supportive of tip sheets and fact sheets); disseminate through child care resource and referral and professional development systems; face-to-face training and technical assistance (TTA) and webinars.
Child Care and Development Fund (CCDF) support: NCPFCE goal is to be a trusted resource for elevating family engagement efforts through CCDF through effective resources, TTA, and feasible new ideas. Define family engagement based on research: review U.S. Department of Education and Department of Health and Human Services joint statement on family engagement and merge contemporary views. Provide guidance, resources, and training aligned with CCDF requirements; develop a priority document for implementation plans to support state work; and spotlight best practices using a holistic approach (for example, wraparound services).
Consumer education: Approach is based on the premise that consumer education occurs on a continuum, birth through school-age, and is highly relationship based. Identify States’ needs; pinpoint Touchpoint opportunities; explore consumer education versus consumer engagement.
States’ reactions to family engagement and consumer education: 
Need more training for child care providers, more strategies for them to engage families.
Engaging families is a struggle, barriers to getting families to come to meetings or trainings; what is the “carrot” to encourage them to attend?
Common issue with child care providers. Build relationships first, build trust.
Need tangible, concrete practices and 30-second interactions.
Start small, build on successes; peer-to-peer and parent-to-parent power.
How States are engaging families: increase core knowledge and competencies in the area of family engagement; invest in teachers; increase teacher’s growth in family engagement; build confidence. NCPFCE will develop TA strategies for vulnerable populations (partnering with, for example, the Subsidy Center for children and families who are homeless and the Health and Wellness Center for mental health and adult well-being). Use of the Information Memorandum on Developmental Screening, its resources and link to Medicaid and other state systems.
Family well-being: economic mobility, homelessness, mental health.
Building sustainable capacity: other ways to support States and designated networks in family engagement efforts.
