Please provide any information on the State’s context that would assist in our review of the application.
A 2005 study by Yale University found that DE’s Pre-school expulsion rate was 13 per 1,000 or the 4th highest among states with state funded pre-school. While this data provides sufficient evidence that a comprehensive pre-school expulsion policy is needed, there may have been a significant increase in the number of expulsions since 2005. This issue clearly continues to be of concern as the Early Childhood Council included a statement indicating the need for an expulsion policy in comments regarding the CCDF State Plan.

We understand that projects can be supported for up to 18 months so as a result, the May 2018 completion date may need to be revised.
