Development of the policy in and of itself will not help the state meet their ultimate goal of increasing inclusion of child with high needs (behavioral challenges) in child care and decreasing expulsion rates.

	Well outlined with regard to development of policy.
	Aside from developing the policy itself, implementation of the policy – including plans for professional development of child care personnel, and parent-child care communication and partnership strategies are not apparent. 
Increasing the competency of the workforce is one of the priorities identified (checked off) but there is no coordinating plan for accomplishing this priority aside from the inclusion of the UD Center for Excellence in the policy development.
