Many technical assistance colleges in Georgia currently offer a Technical Certificate of Credit (TCC) or other degree program in infant and toddler care but about half are missing this type program and many do not offer online course work if they do have a program.  http://www.decal.ga.gov/documents/attachments/tccofferings.pdf

Overall, Georgia has been a leader on moving forward with information and research in the Infant/Toddler population.
In your opinion, is there any information missing that is relevant to considering this application? 
Missing some clarity in one of the partners, Department of Public Health - http://dph.georgia.gov/Babies-Cant-Wait . I see some DOH staff listed on their Management team but do not readily identify their roles based on the application. 

The Georgia - Department of Education which could play a role if some of the courses where offered as college credits for high school students or included in their other adult level classes offerings. I do not see them included with any role or participation.


In addition, the state has available other financial resources in the way of Hope Grants/Scholarships- not sure based on their application if these funds are part of their overall plans.

In your opinion, is there anything in the application that differs from your understanding of the State or Territory’s work? If so, what specifically? 
No- overall the application is a continuation on what the state is doing regarding infant-toddlers and is supported by DECAL and the First Lady of Georgia (she signed their official submission letter).
