Please provide any information on the State’s context that would assist in our review of the application.
Indiana has been working on the PD system since 2013 when it was established. The SSS, former PDW staff and other TA support has worked with Indiana in the last 3-4 years along with SSS (NAEYC, former Afterschool Investments Project, and former NITCC).    They have a working QRIS with minimal incentives with both PD system and QRIS (Paths to QUALITY) having coaches to support providers; in addition, the state has a number of specialists –afterschool, infant toddler, health and mental health. There is a real need to ascertain core functions and develop competencies for the range of specialists re: roles, who does what and how can they work together.
The new SA is also interested in licensing system moving from compliance-based approach to also addressing quality – providing TA with a rationale for rule or requirement that meets compliance.
