Please provide any information on the State’s context that would assist in our review of the application.
Having worked in RI’s PD/TA Center recently, I concur with the application’s assessment and the data regarding the quality of IT care in the state.   This is especially true with regards to FCC quality.  
The Center for Early Learning Professionals has developed a number of PD series with a focus on Infants and Toddlers.  The vision has been to include supervisors in these sessions as a support to staff in center- based classrooms – the supervisor session had not been well attended and many of them do not have a clear understanding of the unique needs of Infants and Toddlers.   This background supports the need in RI for intensive TA to address the issues regarding supervisors’ knowledge pertaining to Infants and Toddlers.   
Licensing regulations requires that all centers have a staff person designated as Education Coordinator, but the requirements regarding this person’s knowledge specifically regarding Infants and Toddlers is limited.  

In your opinion, is there any information missing that is relevant to considering this application? 
Information about the background and activities of the Center for Early Learning Professionals, which is contracted by the state to provide PD and TA to centers and FCC to increase the quality of care for children B-5 and to support the increase of the QRIS rating.  I feel that this entity will be an important contributor to achieving success toward Goal 2 “Improve the knowledge and skills of the Infant-Toddler Workforce” and contribute toward Goal 3 as well.
