· State Administrators’ Call – Will be held on June 20th.  Will have preprint  approval with conditions letters and will know what they have to work on.  What areas need to be implemented?  Need TA?  1st priority is to assist states that have not fully implemented.  P2P – how did another state do this?  Lots of opportunities for networking to share implementation practices.
· Region V Head Start and OCC TA collaboration  
· EHSCC Partnership TA
· Infant Toddler Strategies Institute – (Jeanne) MN, IN, and MI represented.  MI presented at one point.  A lot of positive feedback.  MN wants to talk more about consumer ed.  Met with MI and sat-in on MN’s planning session.  MI may need help sharing info back in state without running into issues with communication problems.  (Susan) SSSs worked with I/T to plan and facilitate discussions.  States/Territory teams worked on developing action plans to take back home.  IN feels comfortable where they are with H&S training.  Also prepared for providers that will not meet the Sept 30 deadline. 
· Regional meeting – 2 participants from tribe in MN.  If I/T network in MN, they would like to know more about it and possibly duplicate within their tribe.  
· Resources from institute - http://www.occ-cmc.org/Infant-Toddler/  - share with SAs prior to meeting on June 20
· Other…?
· Incredibly busy; no official notifications have gone out related to state plans– hoping by end of next week.  Going to be approved with conditions.  Not one state in nation met all requirements.  
· IL – 5 waiver provisions likely to approve.  Corrective Action Plan (CAP) for Health and Safety training.  
· IN – Only state in RV with no waivers or CAPs.  Will meet deadlines.  
· MI – 5 waivers and CAP for H&S training and Immunizations
· Immunizations have been very problematic.  May need TA, not a matter of funding but years long policy that lines up with public schools.
· MN – 9 waivers with CAP for Immunizations and Health and Safety Training
· OH - No waivers, but CAP for H&S training and immunizations
· WI – 1 waiver approved, 1 waiver on-hold, waiver for two provisions within 12-mo elig, CAP for H&S training and immunizations
· SAs trying to tie-up the state plans with provisions.  Very busy working with RO.  
· MI site visit next week.  Legislature has not given state match to drawn down 20M in CCDF.  3 separate agencies to coordinate and need to work together.  
· OH clarified policy – state doesn’t pay full day for CC when there are other programs paying for care during the day.  A lot of concern from grantees -  Saying they could be shutting down centers, including 5 Star centers.  This was actually Ohio’s policy for five years but some Counties were not implementing the State policy
· 4 states do not reimburse full day In Region V

· Linda Langosch, Region V Head Start and OCC TA collaboration Health and Safety trainings can be shared.  Ending 1st year of contract, developing state and regional plans for next year.  If open spots, states can participate (coaching and professional development).  Learning systems of the states.  Contract modification due to EHS-CCP grantees, now providing direct TA to grantees.  HS T/TA team have more questions related to subsidy.  Susan will be joining the EHS T/TA (?) implementation team’s monthly meetings.  
· Sheri Fischer, Quality Assurance Center – launching 3 TA group activities; peer learning group about quality in I/T care, peer learning group on family cc, group of states working on best practices for licensing systems.  IN is only state involved, licensing best practices.  Tomorrow, hosting webinar on using community assessments to… in collab with Build Initiative.  700 registrants so far.  Work Plan for YR 2 of contract – making plans for next year.  Will be heavily involved in the TA effort around health & safety training – more to come.
· BetterKidCare – online modules available for providers related to health and safety
· Leigh Ann Bryan, Subsidy Innovations & Accountability Center – As a center, continue to work on written products, including brief on waitlists.  Also working with OCC to get some resources out on criminal background checks – hopefully more to come on that in the near future.  Priority is working with states to provide TA on any implementation plans related to the State Plans.  Working on pulling some resources together regarding paying the provide (as opposed to parent) when using unlicensed or in-home providers.  GA requested a P2P with IL on Grants/Contracts and LA with IN or their application process.  Continue to assist states with Error Rate Reviews.  As Year 3 States, MI and MN have finished the case reviews and are working on their reports – to be submitted by June 30.
