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National Center Technical Assistance Opportunities
There are several strategies for technical assistance (TA) within two overarching approaches.
Targeted. Learning experiences that will enhance participant knowledge and skills and will build capacity. Activities include self-directed training modules, instructor-led training, and peer-learning opportunities designed to achieve specific learning goals, ranging from increasing knowledge to changing practice.
Tailored. Individualized TA designed to meet the unique needs and conditions within a specific State or Territory on a specific topic area. This approach involves some combination of consultation, training, coaching or mentoring, facilitation, and other supports. The TA activity can be brief (up to 6 months) or intensive (more than 6 months).
The objective and target audience are noted below.
State Early Childhood Systems/Infrastructure-Building. State scale-up, adoption, and implementation of robust and efficient systems, policies, and practices, including licensing, quality rating and improvement systems (QRIS), professional development (PD) efforts, monitoring, subsidy and program integrity, data systems, and continuous quality improvement.
Audience. State-level leaders and professionals working in government and nongovernment entities to implement quality early childhood (EC) systems, policies, and practices.
Adoption and Implementation of Early Childhood (EC) Program Best Practices. Scale-up, adoption, and implementation of best practices within EC and out-of-school-time programs and settings.

National Center on Afterschool and Summer Enrichment (NCASE)
The National Center on Afterschool and Summer Enrichment (NCASE) provides training and technical assistance to the state, territory, and tribal CCDF lead agencies and their designated networks, which include the statewide afterschool networks, State and Local Education Agencies (SEAs/LEAs), provider associations, and child care resource and referral agencies.
