What to Expect During Health and Safety Monitoring

· Our consistent focus in early care and education programs should be on ensuring health and safety at all times rather. than doing something different for a review (HS), an unannounced licensing visit (CC/FCC), or a monitoring visit (PreK)

· Systematic and consistentAlways ensure that  implementation of health and safety practices lead to being “review ready” every day	Comment by Tabitha Temple: provide handouts in "plain language"

· Monitoring visit activities, such as a review of records, observations, and interviews, help staff reviewers collect information that creates a picture of what a program “looks like” on a daily basis—how it operates and the quality it provides to children, staff, and families

· Regularly scheduled checks of whether and how programs are meeting their standards makes for safe environments and knowledgeable staff and families
