Q2: How do you communicate with parents about injuries that occur while the child is under your care?

Q4: How do the program and parents communicate about changes in family situations or medical conditions such as changes on medication dosage? New prescriptions? New diagnosis? Injuries? 
Q5: How do you facilitate the exchange of culturally diverse practices between families and staff?  
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
